	Topic Overview 

	Children will explore the different way that materials are shaped and joined through this unit. They will learn about techniques used by a diverse range of artists such as Sir Anthony Caro. They will use the work of others to inspire and create their own sculptures.

	 Lesson format and idea 

	Ideas for Lesson format:
1. Starter activities
2. Look at work of artists
3. Practice skills/techniques/develop and reflect on work (linked to artists work)
4. Apply skills (link this to the work of artist)
5. Evaluate and analyse

Ideas for Lesson 1-3 Explore an artist’s work and practice techniques

1. Starter activity ideas for lessons: 
Draw a shape then try to make it look 3D – what techniques give depth? Does shading improve the look of your shape?
Explore the idea of sculpture – what is sculpture (reminding them of artwork created in Y1 and 2)
2. Look at the work of artists (this will likely take a full lesson)
Explore the life and work of Anthony Caro (Kapow L2). Introduce the British sculptor Anthony Caro. Caro made abstract sculptures using metal and helped design the Millennium bridge – this can be linked to the bridges in Newcastle Quayside. Explore the notion of abstract art and how Caro joined the metal shapes by welding (heating metal so it starts to melt and forms a join as it cools).
Look at his work, 'Child's Tower Room' . 
· Is this sculpture abstract> How do you know?
· What does it remind you of? Think about our local area/parks etcs

Additional ideas for exploring the artwork: 
· How would you describe the shapes in their work? 
· What do you think influences the artist? 
· Is the work sculpture? What makes it a sculpture?
· Is this art?
· Have you ever been over a big bridge?
· What was it like?
· What was the bridge made of?
· Why would an artist help make a bridge? (There are no right or wrong answers here; pupils might suggest an artist would have good ideas for how it could look or that a sculptor might know a lot about joining materials and working in 3D.)
Jot down ideas and questions in sketchbooks
3. Practice skills/techniques/develop and reflect on work (linked to artists work)/4. Apply skills (link this to the work of artist) (lesson 2)
Explain that children are going to make large scale abstract sculptures in the style of Caro (recap on his work). Practice rolling and slotting card together (detailed in L1). 
Move onto Kapow L2. 
- Ask pupils to each roll a sheet of newspaper into a tube as tightly as possible. 
- Once they each have a roll, ask them to work with others on their table to make a triangular pyramid shape, joining three newspaper rolls at the top. They should decide which of the materials on the table are best for the job: string, pipe cleaners, glue or glue and kitchen paper. Some groups may join the tubes another way, perhaps by folding or slotting them together.
- Share what they discovered. Model the technique of applying glue to a strip of kitchen paper and then wrapping the gluey paper around the join to hold it in place. This technique helps combine tricky shapes, for example, thin or pointy pieces.


5. Evaluate and analyse
Children to discuss and reflect on their work: 
How did you make that 2D shape stand up by itself? What went well?
· How will you join those pieces?
· Are some shapes easier to work with than others? Why?
· Which joining technique makes the most secure joins?

Ideas for Lesson 4 

1. Starter activity ideas for lessons: 
Draw a fish using a continuous line. Don’t take pencil off page.
2. Look at the work of artists
Recap on the life and work of Caro recapping on his abstract work/what materials he used etc. 

3. Practice skills/techniques/develop and reflect on work (linked to artists work)
Explain that children are going to plan their sculptures in the style of Caro and will be inspired by play equipment and their work will be abstract.
4. Apply skills (link this to the work of artist)
Explain the concept of negative and positive space, using the slides and guidance in Kapow L3. Children to work in pairs to plan and sketch their sculpture. Children to annotate their ideas in their book.

5. Evaluate and analyse
If confident to, children can share ideas for their sculpture.
Ideas for Lesson 5 Complete and evaluate

Organise the classroom so that children are in pairs with their partner and materials needed. 
Ask them to look at their plans and consider what resources they need to construct their sculptures. Remind them to think back to lessons 1 and 2, in which they practised forming and joining cardboard shapes.
They could use the techniques of:
· Folding.
· Rolling.
· Twisting.
· Tieing.
· Slotting card together.
· Wrapping joins in kitchen roll and glue.
· Balancing and hanging shapes.
· Creating tabs at the base of a 3D shape to make it stand upright (‘flange’).
Children to complete their work throughout the lesson.
5. Evaluate and analyse
· How have you joined materials to make your piece?
· How have you made it three dimensional?
· Is it abstract?



	Suggested Strategies for Recording Learning 

	· Children sketch their initial ideas
· Use sketchbooks to explore different media
· Discuss the work of artist and annotate examples of their work
· Encourage children to jot, draw, doodle etc in their sketchbooks. Allow children to learn from their mistakes, reflect on their mistakes and try again.
