	Essential Subject Skills to be covered 

	To become confident in applying colour with printing and tie dye. 
To create and use dyes.
To use a variety of techniques, e.g. printing, dyeing, weaving and stitching to create different textural effects



	Overall Learning Outcomes 

	Children will explore the different textile art of various artists. They will explore fabrics and techniques to decorate the fabric. They will create tie-dyed materials and use the weaving process to create an interesting visual effect.

	Learning Intentions (for use in self-assessment at end of topic) 

	· To create a mood board

· To learn what paper weaving is and create a piece of art using this method
· To apply an understanding of the process of weaving

	 Format of lessons and ideas 

	Ideas for Lesson format:
1. Starter activities
2. Look at work of artists
3. Practice skills/techniques/develop and reflect on work (linked to artists work)
4. Apply skills (link this to the work of artist)
5. Evaluate and analyse

Ideas for Lesson 1-2 Explore artists and develop initial ideas 

1. Starter activity ideas for lessons: 
Do a drawing of something in the class made up of dots and lines
2. Look at the work of artists
Look at the life and works of Anni Albers. Look at the work Intersecting. 
Can children identify how it is made? 

Key questions to explore with class
· Can you describe the artwork using an adjective/verb?
· What do you think the artist used to make it?
· How do colours make you feel? How does the artwork make you feel?
· What do you think the artist was trying to portray?
· What stands out to you the most?
· Describe how the overall artwork makes you feel.

Children should notice how the cloth is made up of strands that are woven together.
Explain that we have been weaving cloth for thousands of years and the fabrics we use are many and varied, from natural threads to synthetic materials.
Share different forms of weaving with the class (video links on Kapow L3) and describe key terms: weft and warp.
4. Apply the skills
Explain how artists use mood boards to develop their ideas – showcase some to the class. Tell the children that they will be making mood boards that reflect their personalities by sticking a selection of items onto a piece of cardboard.
· Fabrics – a small piece to show a texture that they like, or is personal to them.
· Drawings – drawn by them of some of the things they like.
· Words – that reflect who they are or their favourite things.
· Photos – of places that are personal to them.
· Shapes – which could be cut out from a particular image they like.
· Colours – that the children like, represented by either fabric pieces or patches of colour added using pencils, paints, pastels
Ideas for personal inspiration
· If children support a certain football team, they could add the team colours, the emblem, or pictures of a player.
· If they like a certain app or game, pictures or characters linked to it can be used.
· Family photos could be added, as well as images found in newspapers and magazines that have a personal meaning.
 5. Evaluate and analyse
Children to annotate their work then, if they feel comfortable, share with the class.
· Why did you choose this particular picture? Colour? Fabric?
· Can you group your ideas?
· What words will you include to sum up this feeling?
Ideas for Lesson 3-4 Explore artists and develop initial ideas 

1. Starter activity ideas for lessons: 
Draw your front door from memory.
2. Look at the work of artists
Recap at the life and works of Anni Albers. Recap on the terms waft and warp.
3. Practice skills/techniques/develop and reflect on work
Refer to the mood board made in previous sessions and select a paper colour that reflects the mood and the board of the child.
Ask the children to choose a piece of paper in a colour from their mood board or a picture/photo as the weft strips, which they will weave in with another piece of coloured paper or picture/photo – the warp. Remind children that they can continue to add to their mood boards when they find an item, image, colour or texture they like.
Model how to do the weft and warp – this will need to be done gradually so children can really understand the process.
4. Apply the skills
Repeat the process until the weaving is completed.

 5. Evaluate and analyse
Children to share work with class if confident to do so. Write reflections in sketchbook about how their weaving is a reflection of them.

Ideas for Lesson 5-7 

1. Starter activity ideas for lessons: 
Draw a bird’s eye view of our school yard.
2. Look at the work of artists
Recap at the life and works of Anni Albers. Recap and the weaving from last session
3. Practice skills/techniques/develop and reflect on work
Explain to children that they are going to be practising a skill called tie-dye. The tie-dyed fabric is going to be used to make a final woven piece. Show children tie-dye examples
4. Apply the skills
Model the process of tie-dying.
Session 2
· Instruct each child to scrunch, fold or coil up the tshirt/fabric tightly and secure with elastic bands.
· Mix the dye colours as desired, having a bottle for each colour.
· Help and supervise children as they apply the dye to the fabric and the strip of material by squeezing straight from the bottle onto the material.
· Place the t-shirt and the strip of material in a plastic bag marked with the child’s name.
· Allow the dye to work into the cloth overnight, if possible – the dye will take several hours to colour the material.
 
Session 2
· After being left for a suitable amount of time (see above), rinse off excess dye with plain water.
· Hang up the results on a washing line and let the cloth dry out.

Using the fabric, use a loom card to weave the fabric to complete a final piece of work.

 5. Evaluate and analyse
· Which folding, twisting or scrunching method produced which pattern?
· What happened when two dye colours overlapped or mixed?
· Does it look how you expected?
· Which parts worked well?
· Were there any materials that were hard to weave?
· Are there parts of the frame that have not worked well?
· Would it be easier if the pieces were longer/shorter?



	Suggested Strategies for Recording Learning 

	· Children sketch their initial ideas
· Use sketchbooks to explore different media
· Discuss the work of artist and annotate examples of their work
· Encourage children to jot, draw, doodle etc in their sketchbooks. Allow children to learn from their mistakes, reflect on their mistakes and try again.
