SEND Provision – Design Technology
LearningDT is taught throughout all year groups; through discrete lessons in KS1 and KS2 and through continuous provision in EYFS.
In EYFS, children are encouraged to explore the junk modelling and creative area of the classroom and create their own models whereas in KS1 and KS2, children are encouraged to explore different real-life products and redesign and make their own. Due to the nature of this, pupils with SEND can achieve a real sense of purpose and accomplishment through this. This is a multisensory approach which is extremely beneficial to pupils with SEN
For pupils with SEN, the lessons are based on real-life situations; they are not abstract which makes them more accessible for pupils. Learning follows the same repeated system of evaluating an existing product (e.g. a child’s toy or a phone case), research, design, make and evaluate. This familiarity and repetition is helpful in supporting pupils who have SEN. Children develop practical skills using a wide range of resources, all of which are done so in a tactile, explorative and practical way. 












Support/ResourcesAll pupils access wide range of resources and support; they use real life resources which are differentiated to suit additional needs. During the initial evaluation process, children are supported in class by their teacher, teaching assistant or peers if necessary. Each class has at least two members of staff to assist with every lesson and give support if necessary. Lessons are very explorative and this is beneficial to children with SEND.
In EYFS, children have a continuous and enhanced provision of resources that they have access to during child-initiated provision. In the creative area of the classroom, SEN children are supported with their learning through visual resources and prompts that allow them to achieve a range of junk modelling projects.
Teachers use a range of approaches to suit the learning styles of all children; tactile, visual, auditory and kinaesthetic. Teachers prepare visual prompts such as photos or symbols which helps children to understand the process or sequence of the lesson.

Furthermore, work is often collaborative so that children are paired with peers to support them through the process. Groupings are decided sensitively.

Sensory toys and equipment is provided for children who need sensory stimulation such as light up toys, fidget equipment, stress toys,
Giving children breaks if struggling to self-regulate.














Assessment OpportunitiesPupils are assessed on an ongoing basis; in daily lessons and at the end of each term.  Teachers assess children’s practical and written work through written or verbal discussions. Pupils with SEN are provided with a range of equipment that they can use to develop independence. It also develops pupil’s sense of achievement,

Pupils are able to self-assess by using their knowledge organisers; these are visual and familiar to the children.
Through teacher assessment, self-assessment and peer assessment pupil’s self-esteem, they are able to grow in their social and emotional wellbeing and enhance their feelings of belonging. 
“DT is fun, we like modelling and building. I like designing too.” – Year 5 pupil.










Extra-Curricular Opportunities, Experiences and Accessibility
Children with SEN are actively involved in STEM week where external companies have come into school to deliver workshops. Through this, children have explored different types of structures, housing, electricity etc and how these skills can be applied in the workplace. 
Children enjoy visits from architects where they get to see how design and technology can provide career and job opportunities; this provides children with SEN an accessible real-life context for their learning in DT. They also get to explore buildings and structures as part of local visits and see how design and technology is applied in the real world. 
Children are offered home learning activities and competitions where they can engage in different technology activities like designing and making different products; this allows children with SEN to extend their learning with support at home.
Children with SEN are given priority at extracurricular clubs and activities.
