SEND Provision - Music
 (
Music is taught 
at different stages throughout the year for different year groups. We use the programme Charanga for teaching music. This covers the fundamental elements of learning music: describe, perform, transcribe and compose. We also work with the Gateshead Music Service who offer our children a terms worth of instrumental tuition. In early years and key stage 1 the children explore percussion, in lower key stage 2 the pupils are taught the glockenspiel and in upper key stage 2 the pupils learn the ukulele.  
To support pupils with SEND it is important to keep our learning practical and hands on. Singing lessons/performances are rehearsed and children engage in developing a range of singing skills. Also, when staff are teaching Charanga style lessons children are always using their bodies, voices and instruments to engage in a kinaesthetic approach. Pupils are developing their instrument playing skills through using instruments.

All pupi
ls are able to access music tuition as we provide instruments to each class when working with the Gateshead Music Service. Furthermore, pupils with SEN are given small group tuition in year 4 in order to prepare them for ukulele lessons in upper key stage 2. Classrooms are equipped with ICT that supports using the 
C
haranga scheme of work and all pupils have access to the curriculum via this portal. All classes have 2/3 members of staff present in order to support small group and individual children with their music education whilst the lesson is being conducted.
 The scheme of work that we follow at Caedmon is very visual and children are given visual cues in order to develop their 
accessibility
 and 
it engages children in making progress within the music curriculum. When using instruments pupils are taught by the Gateshead Music Service and some children are identified and given one to one or one to two support in accessing the instruments by the other staff members in the classroom. Pupils who need sensory stimulation are provided with sensory equipment such as light up toys, fidget equipment, stress and anxiety putty/balls in order to support their access to the learning. Furthermore, pupils who experience sensory overload are provided with ear defenders so that the auditory input is made quieter.

upils take part in our Christmas productions and end of year assemblies which both have elements of music embedded within them. It is important that pupils with SEN have priority roles in order to support confidence building.
 It also develops 
pupil’s
 self-esteem and social, emotional wellbeing as it enhances their feelings of belonging.
 This is a prime opportunity to assess 
pupil’s
 performance skills. 
P
upils
 are
 able to self-assess by using their knowledge organisers
 
when exploring different styles
 and genres
 of music using the Charanga scheme.
 These have been made very visual.
 
P
upils are recorded
 regularly
 throughout their music tuition sessions in order to aid 
teachers’
 assessments of pupils at the end of the year. 
The recorded evidence proves that most pupils with SEN make steady progress as they access different elements of the music curriculum.

)Assessment Opportunities
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Pupils with SEN have been provided with 
Yumu
 accounts (Charanga) that allow pupils who are passionate in music
 to
 access provision at home
 and it gives them the option of extending their learning
 further
.
 It can be also used by parents at home to provide music as a sensory source to calm and relax pupils who have high functioning sensory input.
 
Furthermore, pupils with SEN are given priority places at singing and performance clubs in order to develop confidence and self-esteem in smaller groups. 
It is important that pupils with SEN are given priority in visiting theatres in order to experience watching a range of performances
 and to enhance their aspirations for potential job opportunities

Also,
 pupils with SEN are given school council priority which enables them to visit a London (West End) musical that the end of the year to see how music c
an
 be put in
