	Topic Overview

	The unit covers the introduction of the Qur’an and it’s significance for Muslims.  The children will learn about how the Qur’an is used and treated by Muslims and how it is used as a source of authority and teaching.  The children will learn about some words and meanings from parts of the Qur’an.
