SEND Provision – PSHE & RSE
LearningPSHE is taught on a weekly bases and tends to take the form of open discussion around social, emotional and mental health related topics that meet the governments statutory requirements and safeguarding. Some topics can be difficult to discuss and parents are informed about our PSHE and RSE curriculum both opt in/out subject matter and statutory requirements of teaching. 
Learning is presented in video and auditory format and is made accessible for pupils to watch/listen to. Also children are given the opportunity to openly discuss, question and guide their own learning depending on the topic matter and what they are querying. 
Pupils work with adults within the classroom for moral support and they also use a lot of partner talk and work in order for them to discuss concepts and ideas around different PSHE topics such as bullying, road safety, healthy eating etc. 
“I like talking with my friends about topics that are related to me, especially about stopping bullying” – Year 6 pupil.












Support/ResourcesLessons are presented using ICT and are in the format of a PowerPoint and/or video then discussion. This means that all children can access the lesson visually. The class then have a discussion with partners and staff and support is offered for children with additional needs. Some staff will prompt pupils with their discussion and answers by asking questions and allowing children to respond. 
The lesson is very visual and can be differentiated using visuals and open-ended questions. This also allows staff to assess children’s understanding. 
“I enjoy watching videos as it helps me understand the topic better” – Year 5 pupil. 












Assessment OpportunitiesPupils are assessed throughout their learning. As well as using written work children’s verbal contributions and observations during discussions and debates, support their assessment. 
Teacher assessments are completed through observations of pupils completing practical tasks. Photos, written work and verbal discussions from lessons are also used to inform this. 
Pupils are able to reflect with their teachers and peers about their learning and staff can discuss and support pupils with voicing their opinions and feelings without causing offence to other pupils views and opinions. 
 









Extra Curricular Opportunities, Experiences and AccessibilityWe have had a large focus on growth mindset and developing resilliance with our children since the return to education after covid-19 and home learning. Covid has had a large impact on childrens PSHE and mental health so we have developed more after school clubs and sporting events for children to keep active and healthy, which then supports their mind. 
All children are welcome to after school clubs and all children are given equal opportunities to participate in sporting events.
