SEND Provision – P.E
LearningClass teachers teach P.E twice a week in one-hour lessons from EYFS to KS2. Year 4/5/6 attend swimming lessons once a week at Gateshead Leisure Centre (GLC) intermittently across the year this covers one hour of their allocated P.E time. Staff deliver P.E lessons following the new non-core curriculum which covers all of aspects of the National Curriculum. The non-core curriculum enables staff to focus on sport specific skills across all areas of Physical Education. The skill development will begin in EYFS/KS1 where the children focus on basic core skills, these are then developed as the children move into KS2 where staff will build upon these skills and use them in specific activities such as Tennis and Basketball. Staff use a Kinaesthetic approach, this tactile learning style enables learning to take place through Physical activities. We support SEN children and ensure all sports are accessible and they have the equipment to access and participate in lessons. We are aware that their may be children who are Physically impaired and class teachers will adapt lessons and teaching styles to ensure that they are able to participate in lessons.
In Early Years learning supports children with other aspects of their learning as there is a focus on their gross motor skills and these can be developed through Physical activity. 
 “I like P.E because it teaches me how to be fit and healthy. It is fun and I can play with my friends” – Year 3 pupil.

















Support/Resources
All pupils are able to access and use P.E equipment in lessons. We have a range of equipment to support the children and allow full participation in lessons. In addition to this we have specialised coaches who come in to teach the children particular sports and provide specialised teaching. At Caedmon Primary School we work with Gateshead School Sports Partnership who provide specific events for SEN children such as Boccia and Multi Skills. We ensure our children regularly attend these events. Activities and games are adapted so all children are able to participate at their level. An additional adult is used to support our SEN children to access lessons. We also use our allocated funding to support SEN children and ensure we have the most up to date resources to support them in P.E lessons. 









Assessment OpportunitiesPupils are assessed during practical lessons SEN children are provided with the correct support and equipment to allow them participate in lessons independently. Although competitive sports are an essential part of the curriculum, we adapt this to boost children’s self-esteem and moral. The children are given opportunities to challenge themselves, for example in Basketball they could be asked to see if they can bounce the ball 10 times and the next lesson they will have to beat this. The class teacher will record their scores to monitor progression. Children are then assessed as to whether they have achieved the success criteria or whether they are working towards. 











Extra Curricular Opportunities, Experiences and AccessibilityPupils with SEN are given opportunities to attend after school clubs, we encourage full participation from them and ensure that the clubs are suited to their needs. For example our Multi Skills coach supports children to develop gross motor skills and with simple physical movements. In addition to this we ensure that SEN children are given opportunities to attend sporting events outside of school and enter the BOCCIA events which are specific sporting events for SEN children. Some of these include Bowling, Multi Skills, Football and Dance. In addition to this our Mental Health and Well-being aspect of the curriculum links to our P.E curriculum. We have specialised Yoga and Mindfulness coaches who support children in becoming aware of their Mental Health and Well-being. 
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
