SEND Provision – Geography

Learning
Spanish is taught throughout the year in each of our Key Stage 2 classes. Lessons are based on resources which have been prepared by a language specialist, providing structure and context to language learning as well as offering an insight into the culture of Spanish-speaking countries and communities. Pupils record their learning in a Spanish workbook that is linked to the lessons with many lessons providing differentiated tasks. There are many elements of language learning that support our SEN children. Every lesson has a practical element to it, with children listening to native Spanish speakers or working with their peers to develop listening and speaking skills. The workbooks are very visual with picture representations for all topics to support with vocabulary learning. The curriculum is planned to allow for regular revisiting of vocabulary, throughout the year as well as between year groups. 












Support/Resources
In Spanish lesson, children have access to a range of resources which are used to support their learning. As well as the workbook which facilitates children’s learning with its visual representations, there are a wide range of additional resources used by teachers. Both audio and visual resources are a regular part of a language learning lesson as well as music and songs. The use of well-known English songs translated into Spanish allows children to make links from their own knowledge to support their learning of new Spanish words, phrases and their pronunciation. Children can also use the Duolingo app on the iPads to support their learning. In all classes, children have access to 2/3 members of staff to support their learning. Staff can be used to provide more support to small groups or individuals where required. 














Assessment Opportunities
Pupils are assessed throughout their learning. As well as using written work children’s verbal contributions and observations during fieldwork, support their assessment. Children with SEN can use ICT to allow them to make visual representations of their findings during practical work. A practical approach to demonstrating their learning provides children with an opportunity to feel confident in their abilities and contributions, developing their self-esteem. 
The use of knowledge organisers provides our SEN pupils with access to information and vocabulary which supports their learning. They are familiar with these documents across a number of subjects and provide another source of confidence for the children. Teacher assessments are completed through observations of pupils completing practical tasks. Photos, written work and verbal discussions from lessons are also used to inform this. 
 











Extra Curricular Opportunities, Experiences and Accessibility
Although children do not take part in trips related to Spanish, they do use their Spanish language skills in a practical context within the class when communicating with their peers. Videos shown in class of Spain and other Spanish-speaking countries, in both Spanish and Geography lessons, provide children with some real-life links to the subject. In the future children will hopefully be able to use their Spanish language skills to communicate with children in a Spanish school also.
